Configuring Eduroam Access on Nokia E61i, E71 or E90 mobile phone


Please note before performing this procedure you must have completed the Eduroam registration process, we would also suggest you enable roaming to allow access to the Eduroam service when roaming at other service subscribers: -

Key to  understanding this document:-

bold-italics indicate settings to be made, or existing default settings

<value> indicates an inexact setting, such as your name or password unique to you
Within bold-underline indicate document headings, and are usually from a preceding menu selection

left hand table columns indicate menu items leading to sub menus to follow

right hand table columns indicate settings to make or defaults to leave.

[Options] indicates selection by special top-left or top-right key on keyboard.

Note: This document was written specifically for the E61i, whilst other models are very similar you may find subtly different nomenclature in some menu options.
