4.2 The conduct and operation of meetings is managed according to the Standing Orders of the Board of Governors.

4.3 To be responsible (including across all relevant sub-committees) for ensuring compliance with the University's free speech duties in all relevant decision making.

5.1 The authority of the Board of Governors is specified in the Instrument of Government and the Articles of Government.

6 Quoracy

6.1 The required number of members for meetings to be quorate is specified in the Articles of Government.
